_WBESCRIPTJON AND JUSTIFICATION

DESCRIPTION: This project involves the design and construction of a new community center on Thrift Road in the South
Clinton area. The recommended location is the southern portion of Cosca Regional Park. The construction of the community
center may be phased and ultimately will contain approximately 21,000 square feet to include a gymnasium, multi-purpose
rooms, exercise room, craft room, and administrative space. In FY09, $450,000 of FY09 PAYGO, $500,000 of FY10 Bonds
and $500,000 of FY11 Bonds was transferred from District 9 Reserve (EC091143).

JUSTIFICATION: A developer contribution of $2 million will be used to fund this project. Residents of the South Clinton Area
have requested a community center for their area and this community falls into the "high need" category for recreational
facilities. FY0B Amendment transferred $1,775,000 FY08 PAYGO and $225,000 FY09 PAYGO to this project from District 9
Reserve. In FY09 $450,000 of FY09 PAYGO, $500,000 of FY10 Bonds and $500,000 of FY11 Bonds was transferred from
District 9 Reserve (EC091143).
